Also banned: Forward slash / Comma, Semi colon; Colon : Round brackets/parentheses( )
Square brackets [ ]

However, you can use some of the banned symbols if you enclose the phrase in quotes.
Example: looking for cases dealing with section V(2)(b) of the NY Convention - in free text
field put the “V(2)(b)” in quotes.

ACCENTS/DIACRITICS

Include accents/diacritic in your search term(s), e.g., with Numlock on, Alt+130 give é. To find
these codes, use the “?” next to the Free Text field, click “accents or diacritic marks”, click
“Alt Code.” Example of correct entry for author: Kroll may retrieve no results but Kréll will
retrieve 178.
